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Fermilab Windows Policy Committee
The Fermilab Windows 2000 domain design requires management through committee to insure input from all concerned parties. The committee is responsible for setting policies for the top-level domain and the child domain containing users. The committee shall report to, and accept direction from the Directorate.

Policy Decisions

The committee is responsible for approving win.fnal.gov and fermi.win.fnal.gov policy changes and for controlling creation of special domain accounts. Changes to the authentication system and/or domain accounts follow procedures defined in the Critical System Plan

· Resource domain creation requests: The Windows Policy Committee is responsible for approving child resource domains. The domain administrators will establish domain trust with the resource domain. Management of child domains will, in most cases, be covered under critical system plans. 

· Fermi domain top level OU creation requests: The Windows Policy Committee is responsible for approving top level OU’s in the fermi.win.fnal.gov domain. The domain administrators are responsible for creation of the top level OUs. If the organization managing the OU is not represented on the Windows Policy Committee, a representative must be provided by that organization before the OU is created.

· Changes to domain policy: The Windows Policy Committee is responsible for approving changes to the domain policy. The domain administrators are responsible for implementing approved changes. In the case an approved change has an adverse effect on the domain, the domain administrators are responsible for removing the change and notifying the Windows Policy Committee.

· Shared service account request approval: The Windows Policy Committee is responsible for reviewing shared service account requests. The committee chairman is responsible for reviewing requests with computer security for approval. The domain administrators are responsible for creating the shared service accounts.

· Captive account request approval: The Windows Policy Committee is responsible for approving captive account requests. The domain administrators are responsible for creating captive accounts.

Committee Members

Members of the Windows Policy Committee are appointed yearly by recommendation of their Division/Section/Experiment. The committee will meet monthly unless more frequent meetings are required. The meetings are open to the Fermilab Windows community. 

Committee Chair

The Chair is responsible for scheduling and running committee meetings, tracking policy changes and requests, and documentation. The Chair is a member of the domain administrators group and is recommended by the Computing Division. 

OU Representatives

OU Representatives are based on OU support. Divisions/Sections/Experiments that manage more than one OU will only be allowed one representative. Representatives are responsible for communicating requests and implementations with their respective OUs. Representatives must be members of an OU Manager group. An alternate is allowed for each representative in case of meeting attendance issues. 

Decision Process

Decisions are approved by a 2/3 vote of all committee members. At the option of the committee, votes may be taken at committee meetings, or by email. Decisions will be documented and made available to the Fermilab windows community.

Decisions may be overturned by a 2/3 vote of all committee members. 
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
